Cold Weather

Tesco and Sainsbury’s vouchers.

I would like to say a huge thank you to all parents, grand-parents, friends and family who collected the Tesco’s and Sainsbury’s vouchers for the Nursery. We collected nearly 60,000 Sainsbury’s vouchers alone and this has enabled the Nursery to select some new equipment, such as a bird house and information book for the 2-5’s room and a rainmaker and sensory numbers for the Baby and Toddler unit. We were also able to buy a large wooden sand box that can be used inside and out. 

French lessons

Our Worthing Nursery have been running French sessions one morning a week for some time. This has been so successful that we have decided to offer the same activity at Horsham commencing at the end of October on Tuesday afternoons. The Childcare Practitioner running the sessions is a qualified teacher from Romania, who is fluent in French.
