School Leavers:

Whilst we are very pleased to welcome new children into our Little Monkeys Family, we are sad to say farewell to a few of the older children as they make the big step up to school.  If your child is starting school in September please remember that the nursery requires two months notice in writing.  I will be speaking to you all individually to discuss nursery-school links however if there is anything we can do to help make this transition as easy as possible please ask.

Parents Evening:

The time has come for our Parents Evening.  This terms evening will be on two separate nights Wednesday June 9th and Thursday June 10th..   If you would like to come and see your child’s key worker then please see staff to make an appointment.
Early Years Free Entitlement:
Children, who attend Nursery in the term after their third birthday, will be entitled to receive up to 15 hours Nursery time free.  In order to take advantage of this, please could you ensure you return the Free Entitlement form.  For more information with regards to the free entitlement then please come and ask.  I will do my best to help.

Fees.

A gentle reminder that fees must be paid in advance by the 1st day of the month to which they relate. If parents are paying by cheques or debit card, these payments must be made 5 days prior to the 1st of the coming month. A reminder that the nursery now requests payments are paid by cheque, voucher, card or standing order and no longer accepts cash.   If fees are late your child may not be able to attend nursery and late payment charges may be added to your bill.  If you are experiencing problems paying your fees, please come and speak to us to see if we can help. If you would prefer to take away the hassle and pay by direct debit, details on how to do this can be obtained from the office.
